Dear friends:

Our extended stay in Europe had a considerable impact on my workload, and | am unable to
take much time writing something new for the newsletter. Sometimes fate helps and | think that
is the case today.

In the French speaking part of the world, some people have decided that | am a specialist
on 18th-century spiritual and occult literature. Years ago, based on this undeserved reputation, a
publisher asked me to write an introduction to the classical Ten Prayers by the French Theosopher
Louis-Claude de Saint-Martin. | am happy | had the audacity to comply, because one of my friends
discovered recently that this introduction had been used by an internet encyclopedia, and today,
as | am short of time, | can “recycle” it for our newsletter.

Ten Prayers, by the Unknown Philosopher

Prayer isfor our intellectual being

what breathing is for our body.
L.C. de Saint Martin, Le Tableau Naturel, i, p.178.

Theteachingsof thetraditional religionsof the \West are geared for the education
of infants. Thereis practically nothing, the works of mystics excepted, available to
adults regarding the practice of prayer. Mystical writings being accessible only to
the few, modern adults have looked into meditation as the sole source of spiritual
guidance. Although both techniques have much in common, they cannot fully replace
each other.

Among the very few works dedicated to more mature prayersis. The Science
of Prayer, by Ernest Wood. This short and practical manual is, | believe, the best
introduction to the traditional prayer techniques of the West.



Theten prayers of Saint-Martin, presented in thetrandation of Arthur E. Waite,
were never intended to be memorized, or used verbatim, they are simply examples of
a literary style that disappeared around the French Revolution. We have kept the
original spelling and syntax, to convey some of the traditional character of Saint-
Martin'swritings. The study of such texts may however guide usin the formulation
of our own prayers, when the needs of our spiritual development require the practice
of this spiritual exercise.

Ernest Wood's parallel between the three stages of meditation: concentration,
meditation, contemplation; and the three stages of prayer isparticularly helpful inthe
understanding of Saint-Martin’s texts. These prayers are the formulation of a
contemplative experience, using the thought and the written word, in the present
world of existence: our daily life.

For him, the beginning of all truthsisin nature, but their consummation isin
prayer. Itincludesall religions, becauseit immersesasoul inthat sacred charm, that
divine magism which indeed explains not only the diversity of the religions of men,
but justifies even their apparent exaggerations, since wherever we find God we meet
with this magism, which isin fact, the manifestation of the faculty of wonder. By its
aid, we can pass unharmed through all dangers, even without perceiving them; we
can endure fatigues without feeling them; because it diffuses peace, amost pleasure,
over evils, over dangers, over tiredness, over death itself, by imparting to our
imperishable self, the powers which support it to its end.

Prayer is really only attained when we succeed in making prayers which
themselves pray in us and for us, not those which are forced upon us by the need to
conform, seeking them in formulas, or in childish or scrupulous observance, but it
must weigh on all the faculties which make up our existence. Such prayer obtains
nothing till it has acquired that character of active unity, which carriesit beyond time
and makes it the natural channel of the wonders of eternity.

The soul is the name of God, and if we obtain the sanctification of that name
within us, at that very moment, the channels of the marvels of eternity open for us,
and they may be distributed not on us alone, but over all our surroundings. By this
path, we are brought to become the true image and in the likeness of God. Butitis
insufficient to demand of God that He should descend in us; even if it happens, we
have accomplished nothing unless He remains there. We could also say: it is
insufficient to devel op the faculty to reach the divine consciousness within ourselves,
evenif it happens, we have accomplished nothing unlessthat consciousness becomes
permanent. Fortunately for his children, God is a King who enters ever into his
Kingdom and never departs from it!



When prayer, as a safeguard against pride and especially the pride of the mind,
has thus rebonded our mind and our heart to God, and has opened the divine treasury
within us, we feel ourselves warmed and vivified by all the divine forces; the
foundations of the covenant are laid within us; and the Holy Spirit itself operates
through several giftsor functions. All such functions and gifts operate withinusina
sweet bond and in harmony, depicting the true and holy fraternity of all the children
of God.

HUMAN HAPPINESS

What is the secret of human health and happiness? The answer basically is
twofold: knowledge concerning the nature and destiny of man, and learning to live
according to the law of cause and effect. Let us examine these propositions. What is
the meaning of man’s existence? Amid the apparent chaos of the events of this
Twentieth Century, ishuman existence planned and ordered? I stherejusticefor usall
or are we at the mercy of pure chance? These are very important questions.

Life has definitely a sublime purpose and justice rules our lives. The purpose
of human existence is the attainment of the stature of the perfected man, and that
everything that happens to usis helping towards that great attainment. St. Paul, you
may remember, described this destiny of man in the following words: “Till we all
come in the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect
man, unto the measure of the stature of the fullness of Christ.” A great destiny indeed,
but how isit achieved?

The answer is: by means of successive lives on earth, by the process of
reincarnation, or rebirth. We have al lived many times before. And after we have
lived a sufficient number of earthly lives man eventually comes, as St. Paul put it,
“Unto a perfect man, unto the measure of the stature of the fullness of Christ.”



We may add to thisteaching - the attainment of perfection
by successiveliveson earth - that the strictest justiceisensured
to every human being by the operation of the law of cause and
effect, action and reaction, or sowing and reaping. St. Paul
also described this law in his words: “God is not mocked;
whatsoever a man soweth that shall he also reap.” This does
not always seem to be so, for reactions do not necessarily occur
inthe samelifein which the actions are performed. Effectsdo

not always follow in the same life in which the causes are
‘ generated. They may appear later on, even in another
Incarnation.

But whenever the reactions or the effects are experienced, they are aways
strictly just. Asour Lord also said “Verily | say unto you, till heaven and earth pass,
one jot or one tittle shall in no wise pass fromthe law, till all be fulfilled.” Heaso
went on to speak of the exactitude of the law, you may remember, saying, “ Judge not,
that ye be not judged. For with what judgment ye judge, ye shall be judged; and with
what measure ye mete, it shall be measured to you again.” and “ Therefore all things
whatsoever ye would that men should do to you, do ye even so to them; for thisisthe
Law and the Prophets.”

However, | want to make avery important further statement: that we can pass
from the grip of thelaw of cause and effect by learning to work with it; and thisis part
of the secret of happiness, as| said at the beginning. Thereis a process of spiritual
achemy by which adversity, resulting from actions motivated by selfishness and
cruelty can be diminished, or even dispersed, by the deliberate exertion of opposite
energies and by the enactment of deeds motivated by love. Love is the true
philosopher’s stone, and serviceisthe alchemical process by which the baser human
gualities and the pains of adversity may be transmuted into the fine gold of spiritual
power. If you know this, and if you learn to live according to this law, you have
found the secret of happiness.

A magnificent example of selfless service, born of love for fellow men, was
given by four chaplains on board aU. S. troopship during the second World War. Let
me tell you the story, although most of you may remember it. Early one February
morning in 1943, the U. S. troop transport Dorchester was wallowing through icy
seas off Greenland. Most of the nine hundred troops on board were asleep in their
bunks. Suddenly a torpedo smashed into the Dorchester’s thin flank. Frantically
pounding up the ladders, the troops milled about in confusion on the unfamiliar decks.

In those dark moments of panic the coolest men aboard were four U. S. Army
chaplains- Ist Lieutenants Clark V. Poling (Reformed Church in America), Alexander



D. Goods (Jewish), John P. Washington (Catholic), and George L. Fox (Methodist).
The four Chaplains led the men to boxes of life jackets, passing them out to the
soldiers with boat-drill precision. When the boxes were empty, the four Chaplains
quietly slipped off their own precious life preservers, put them on four young G.I.’s
and told them to jump. The Dorchester, asyou may remember, went down 25 minutes
later inarumble of steam. Some six hundred men were lost, but the heroic Chaplains
had hel ped to save over two hundred. Thelast anyone saw of them, they were standing
on the slanting deck, their arms linked together in prayer. There was true loving
service to mankind.

Later on, President Truman went up to Philadelphiato speak of the matter at
the opening of a $3,000,000 All-Faiths Chapel dedicated to the memory of these
chaplains. The President was escorted by Dr. Daniel A. Poling, chaplain of the Chapel
and father of one of the heroic four. Hisvoice echoing through the limestone archways,
Harry Truman spoke with unconceal ed emotion, saying “ Those four Chaplains obeyed
the Divine Commandment that men should love one another .... Thisisan old faithin
our country. Itisshared by all our churchesand all our denominations.... The unity
of our country comes from this fact.”

Now, itisby such deedsof loving, selfless servicethat the process of transmuting
the imperfections of human natureinto their opposite perfections may be deliberately
applied to increase the speed of human evolution and to bring happiness and peace.
The goal of perfected manhood which awaits us al in the far distant future, can in
thisway beattained in arelatively short space of time. Thispossibility of deliberately
hastening one's evolution is thought by some scholars to crown the whole structure
of religion. All great Teachers have drawn attention to this spiritual mode of life.
They have also accepted and trained disciples to tread the way of “holiness,” the
strait gate and narrow way of Christianity. (Is. XXX:8, Matt. V1I:14)

When followed steadfastly this Path leads to the development of many
wonderful supersensory powers, including the faculty known asintuition, whichisa
supra-mental power of cognition. As these and other faculties are developed, the
person becomes increasingly useful to his fellowmen. And it is then, that a Great
Teacher observes him and gradually draws near to him, eventually entering into the
sacred relationship of Disciple and Teacher.

And then aspecial mode of life hasto belived. The Sermon on the Mount, the
teachings of the Lord Buddha, and the sublime philosophy of the Bhagavad Gita, or
Lord’'s Song - these all define the mental attitude and the conduct necessary for the
swift attainment of the goal of human life, for the discovery of the Master, for entry
into discipleship with Him.



L et me close with adescription of thisancient way of life asgiven by the Lord
Buddha some two thousand five hundred years ago. He called it the Noble Eightfold
Path. Here are the eight parts of its Right Belief, Right Thought, Right Speech, Right
Action, Right Means of Livelihood, Right Exertion, Right Remembrance and Right
Meditation. Summed up, this means, as The Lord Buddha also said: “ To cease from
sin, to get virtue, to purify the heart and to serve the world.”

ThisPathisopentoday asof old and can be trodden by means of salf-purification
and selfless service - like that of those four great chaplains - selfless service to the
world. Thisis the true pathway to human health, human happiness, perfection and
eternal peace.

Recently, the Parish of St. Gabriel in Mbuji Mayi, Kasai Province, had the
opportunity to purchase aparcel of land from the government for the construction of
achurch. The offer was associated with strict conditions: the transaction was to be
concluded within three months and the land paid in full. 1t became apparent that the
Parish would come short by about US $1500.00 and would lose not only the
opportunity, but also the substantial down payment they had made. The clergy asked
for help.

A call for help was sent to all the Provinces for assistance, and the response
was extremely generous. With the help of several donors, the parcel was purchased
onAug 2, 2007, and isin the process of being surveyed. Itisnow the property of the
Liberal Catholic Church, the deed having been registered and placed in the archives
of the Province. Fortunately, our movement waslegally incorporated last year, and is
now entitled to own real estate.

The parcel is located some five miles from the city and is adjacent to alarge
diamond exchange center. It hasafrontage of about 100 feet on amajor highway and
Is 150 feet deep. It is close to a large commercial center and a mall, both attracting
many visitors.

The Rev. Cléophas Tshimanga, priest-in-charge, sends his gratitude to the
generous donors, and the entire congregation aswell. The Rev. Kalambayi, associate
priest at St. Gabriel, who received emergency financial assistance from a collection
made last year, has fully recovered. He has resumed his activitiesasapriest and is
very involved with this project.

It was during the prostration, amoment | had been looking forward to as| had enjoyed
it so much in the previous ceremony and had said you’'ll have to lift me up as | will
probably want to stay there! Sure enough it was wonderful but in a different way
fromthediaconate. Therel wassimply surrounded by loveand blessings. Now | felt
that lovetravelling through my energy body and into every little channel empowering
me with love and blessing — something quite different.

The preparatory alignments were now being fulfilled. If this had not been
done | am sure acircuit would have been blown asit was so special, translucent and
ethereal, like the most beautiful cathedral music. It felt as if the Holy Spirit was
descending and finding its way into my bodies.

My heart was bursting and my mind unable to keep up with the experience.

and whilst it is a wonderful experience | realised | was bound by spiritual law to
undertake the work of apriest seriously and with utmost care as we are bound by our



actions, speech, and thoughts. These experiences, although we may write about them
signify nothing if the work they empower usto do is not carried through in everyday
living. Yes, the burden is sweet and heavy but also, like the North Star a navigation
point, as Shakespeare wrote of true love, “it is an ever fixed mark that looks on
storms and is never shaken.” In aspiritual sensethisisan absolute truth. Even Rev.
George Herbert, the Jacobean poet, had his moments of wanting to give up but was
called back by God in the poem, ‘The Coallar.’

Our web site has distributed more than a half-million
pages in 2005, of which afourth was general information, and an eighth information
about congregations. Therest is generated by our ever more popular digital library.
Today thislibrary contains more than four hundred books on line. A specia “search
engine,” alook alike of Google, providesthe linksto morethan 170 Liberal Catholic
web sitesin theworld. Contacting such alist hasbeen aproblem in the past, because
there are so many ways one can spell Liberal Catholicinvariouslanguages. It canbe
accessed from the main menu.

After considering the transfer of our siteto acommercial host, we have decided to
keep running it on our own equipment for the time being, asthere are more and more
attempts by domestic and foreign governmentsto reduce thefree circulation of ideas.
Keeping full control of the process guarantees the permanent presence of our Church
on the internet.

A new section in our French-speaking web pages allows visitors to download the
fourteen booklets with the services in French, and the pamphlets of the “Rainbow
Collection” as well. Work will be done this summer to increase the number of
downloadable patterns for the making of Church vestments. About thirty new titles
have been added to our digital library.

An entire new section of the site, in German, has been opened, providing
information about the five dioceses of the province of Central Europe: Austria, Croatia,
Germany, Hungary and Slovenia.
